BLACK HISTORY COMMISSION of ARKANSAS
MINUTES

JANUARY 20, 2010
The Black History Commission of Arkansas held a special called meeting January 20, 2010, 10:00 a.m.,  via conference call generated from the AHC Director’s office, One Capitol Mall 2B-215, Little Rock.  Commissioners present were Chairman Carla Coleman of Little Rock and Marion Butler of Sherwood. Commissioners attending by phone were James Lawson of Little Rock, Dr. John Graves of Arkadelphia, and Mr. Mylas Jeffers of Blytheville. Commissioners Shirley Byers and Barry Dobson did not attend.  History Commission Director Wendy Richter and African American History Program Coordinator Linda McDowell were also present. The special meeting was held for the purpose of approving webpage  development and plans for upcoming special events/meetings. 
After calling the meeting to order, the Chairman summarized the previous week’s meeting with Senator Tracy Steele’s staff and ADPT/AHC staff regarding a special event to announce the new Curtis H. Sykes Memorial Grant Program, which had been established by the 2009 General Assembly. 

After some discussion of the proposed webpage design and a motion by Lawson seconded by Jeffers, a unanimous vote approved the expenses (in the amount of approximately $1310.00 payable to Aristotle) to be paid from General Improvement funds (KBN967F/67F).
A motion by Graves seconded by Lawson to fund all necessary expenses associated with the special event to announce the Curtis H. Sykes Memorial Grant Program was unanimously approved. Funds are to come from General Improvement funds (KBN967F/67F).
A unanimous vote approved a donation to the Shorter College scholarship fund, since the May BHCA meeting will be held there. The motion was made by Jeffers and seconded by Lawson. Funds will come from General Revenue (HGA0200/226B).
The chairman reminded all that the next regular quarterly meeting will be held at the AHC on Thursday, February 18, at 10:30 a.m. The Sykes Grant Program special event was tentatively scheduled for noon, Tuesday, February 16, at the Mosaic Templars Cultural Center in Little Rock. 
The meeting was adjourned.
