Mr. Curtis H. Sykes, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 2:15 p.m.  Members present were Rev. Barry Dobson, Dr. Henri L. Linton and Mrs. Versia Miles.  Dr. John W. Graves, Mr. Mylas Jeffers and Mr. Nashid Madyun were absent.


Ms. Sarah J. Davidson of Silver Spring, Maryland, National President of the Association for the Preservation of North Little Rock, Arkansas African American History, was recognized as a guest.


Mr. Steven Weber of the State Department of Education reported on departmental activities promoting Black History speakers, web sites, professional development and other ideas for teachers and students.


On motion the Committee voted unanimously to contribute $1,000 for the printing and distribution to schools of the book by Dr. Judith Kilpatrick, Arkansas’ Early African-American Lawyers: A Pictorial History.


Ms. Lavona Wilson reported on projects of the Arkansas Humanities Council which are funded by the Committee.  The sum of $6,452 remains in the Black History Grant Fund.
