Call to Order


Chairman Marilyn Reed called the meeting to order at 10:30 p.m. 

Approval of Minutes from Previous Meeting


Bob Mathis moved to approve the minutes from the July 14, 2009 meeting.  Bob Mathis seconded the motion and the motion carried.

Financial Report


Bob Purvis informed the Board that the Pine Bluff Convention Center (PBCC) had received funding for re-carpeting the lobby area of the Auditorium.   The exhibits for the 2008 and 2010 ceremonies will be displayed in a 2-sided case, one for 2008 inductees and the other side for the 2010 inductees and placed in the lobby area of the Entertainers Hall of Fame.  This will save the Convention Center about 50% of the original cost of two sets of displays.  There will be limited space in the cases and Mr. Purvis requested the Board to limit the number of inductees to eight.
Entertainers Hall of Fame Banquet 
Date and Location

Chairman Marilyn Reed reported that Richard Davies, Gloria Robins and she had met to discuss possible locations for the next ceremony.  Gloria Robins stated that she had talked to Ron Maxwell at the Governor’s Mansion about holding the 2010 Induction Ceremony.  The Mansion had two dates available September 2 and September 9.  The Board thought that September 9 would be the best date since September 2 was Labor Day weekend.  


Steve Stephens moved to hold the Induction Ceremony on September 9 at the Governor’s Mansion.  Kathy Wheatley seconded and the motion carried.

Other ideas suggested were a silent auction prior to the ceremony.  The Board would ask the inductees and former inductees to donate an item…signed photos, hats, CD’s, etc. to be auctioned to raise money for the Entertainers Hall of Fame.  Former inductees will be invited to be guests of the Board.  The possibility of Pine Bluff hosting a press conference and/or reception for the unveiling of the displays was discussed.  Also, suggested the induction ceremony video include footage of the displays in the Entertainers Hall of Fame.
Sponsors


Chairman Reed stated that we needed the help of Sponsors to help pay for transportation, lodging, programs, invitations, video, etc.  The Board asked for a list of needs for the ceremony and they would assist in getting sponsors.    Ted Mullenix asked Gloria Robins and Suzie Madsen to work on a list and get the information to the Board.
Entertainers Hall of Fame Inductees

Gloria Robins and Susie Madsen distributed copies of possible inductees to consider and nominations submitted by family or friends.  The Board was given a nomination form to use to make their selections and mail or email them back to Gloria Robins no later than Jan. 15.  Mr. Davies suggested that if the Board had someone they would like to nominate add them to the list and to send backup information on their nominee.  
Miscellaneous


The next meeting was scheduled for early February 2010 in the afternoon in Little Rock to vote on the inductees. Gloria Robins will notify the Board of a meeting date and time.   Bob Purvis stated the inductees need to be confirmed no later than March 1 in order to get the information to 1220, the display company, for the display cases to be finished in time for the ceremony.
