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Greg Butts and Stan Graves provided an update and review of the preliminary concept drawings for Village Creek Resort (VCR) from Brant Enderle.  After reviewing the plans, the Committee offered the following comments:

General Comments


The Committee agreed that VCR still needed to provide an updated site plan.  They have a landscape architect working on a plan that has not been received and the committee needs to review the parking/shuttle plans for the overall facility, to include the standards being used by the architect on how to handle tournaments, employees, etc.  The Committee also agreed that there should be no flat roofs and there needs to be a meeting or teleconference with Mr. Enderle and the architect/engineer to review the parking plan.  One other concern was that all facilities must be ADA compliant and meet the seismic construction requirements for that zone.  The space program that was provided is incomplete.  It does not include all buildings and all functions.

Specific Comments on Buildings

Club House/Pro Shop:  The floor plan of the HVAC space measures 1,683 sq. ft., short of the 2,000 sq. ft. required in the Natural State Golf Trail criteria that was agreed to in the management plan.  The pro shop retail area is too small and there is a need for more inside space for eating (it appears that it all outdoors).  The men’s restroom is too small and space for showers needs to be considered.  Also, the golf course must have a restroom on the course in addition to the clubhouse restrooms and a second one must be constructed within 24 months after being selected for the Natural State Golf Trail.  Plan does not show where the cart shed will be located.

Villas:  The committee liked the basic floor plan/concept.  However, 10% of each room “type” must meet ADA standards.  The queen versions are too small and only showed one chair.  With the furniture layout, visitor circulation to the outside is awkward.  Also, it appears that the queen room has no “bar alcove” like the one shown in the king room.  There needs to be space for a small refrigerator.  There was also discussion about door sizes.  With an outdoor fireplace, what is the planned deck material?  There was also no information the Presidential Suite.

Hotel Building:  Suggestions were to include a larger covered arrival/drop off point.  The ballroom is small – 1,852 sq. ft.  Also the committee questioned what “standard” was used for sizing the meeting room and board room.  The committee suggested that an outdoor dining area with ceiling fans would be an added amenity and outdoor screening for the back loading/unloading area is needed.

Spa/Fitness Facility:  It was suggested that the manicure/pedicure areas be combined – there is equipment that allows for one space.  The relaxation room seems to be too large and there is a need for two separate treatment rooms, that would have multi-use capabilities.  The steam/sauna rooms may need to be closer to the fitness/gym area.  No specifications were provided on the pool—size, lap or spash, indoor or outdoor.  Indoor would help extend the use beyond the summer season.   Mosquitoes will impact the use of any outdoor facility/activity after dusk.  A plan to address this issue needs to be developed.
