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Keep Arkansas Beautiful Commission

Commissioner Duties and Responsibilities:                                            
Each Commissioner, by accepting an appointment from the Governor to serve, agrees to actively support the mission of the Keep Arkansas Beautiful Commission and to comply with the stated attendance requirements as adopted in the bylaws. 
This appointment carries with it a much greater responsibility for learning about the Keep Arkansas Beautiful Program than if one were simply a volunteer or supporter. A Commissioner must be knowledgeable, enthusiastic and conversant in the promotion of the statewide work of the Commission and its Affiliate Network. Additionally, a Commissioner must understand and be able to interpret the relationships between the Commission and Keep America Beautiful, Inc. and the Keep Arkansas Beautiful Foundation. 

The Keep Arkansas Beautiful Commission holds regularly scheduled meetings, of two to six hours duration, in Little Rock and, as invited, in other communities or venues around the State. The Commission produces two statewide litter education and pickup campaigns each year: the spring Keep America Beautiful Great American Cleanup in Arkansas and the fall Great Arkansas Cleanup. Also, programs presenting the Shine Community Awards and community development Clean and Green Symposiums are conducted by the Commission. Commissioners agree to assist, support, attend and participate in these activities.

Each Commissioner will also accept the duty to act as a liaison between the Commission and the citizens within the Congressional District he or she represents. If desired, a Commissioner’s geographic area of direct responsibility for local involvement may be voluntarily determined by the Commissioners representing the same district. All Commissioners are expected to actively promote the development of Keep America Beautiful Local Community Affiliates by offering information and encouragement to prospective or interested groups.
Other area related duties include representing the Commission at local and state meetings and events, attending and conducting presentations to schools, clubs and organizations, and providing resource, information and opportunities to facilitate communication between their constituency and the Commission staff. 

Commissioners serve in an advisory capacity to the Director of the Administrative Office of the Keep Arkansas Beautiful Commission who is charged with the responsibility of developing and administering all programs and projects of the Commission. Office staff responsibilities include the planning, development, direction and execution of programs, activities and policies to further 
the Commission’s mission and duties as defined by Section 15-11-603, Act 1278 of 1997.
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
